Because of ongoing shortages of board 
workers, a 2006 state law allows 16 and 17 
year olds to work at the polls on Election Day. 
They must have parental approval, and the 
high school must be notified of their intent. 
Under AZ law, recruiting board workers is the 
responsibility of the political parties. The 

Democratic Party is attempting to compile a 
database of board workers to fill the slots to 
which we're entitled, including ~3,500 in 
Maricopa County. 
 
We urge you to join us to ensure fair elections 

in a historic election year where we expect a 
huge turnout.  
 
NOTE: Whether you work at the polls or not, 
please vote early to reduce lines at the polls. 
If you insist on voting at the polls, you can 
still get an early ballot, go to the polls and 

simply drop off your ballot. No waiting!
